Armstrong, originally frustrated by the hijacking o f religion by fundamentalism, extremism and dogmati sm, wanted 
something that would help the modern world of ethic s, politics, and religion come back to what religio n at its core 
seeks to promote: the transformation of the human h eart from egotism to love. The hope is that this ch arter, as well 
as the movement supporting it, will encourage both religious and political leaders to a remembering an d discovery of 
the importance of compassion to human life and spir it.

Non-Muslim minori-
ties include Zoroastrians, Jews, Baha'is, 
and Christians.  

There are different nationalities 
(referred as ethnic groups) in 
Iran. The dominant nationalities 
are Persian; Azeri Turks; Kurds; 
Arabs; Turkomans and Baluchis; 
and Lur, Bakhtiari, Qashqai 

tribes, Armenians , Jews, and 

Assyrians.   

Iran has a diverse climate. In the 
northwest, winters are cold with 
heavy snowfall and subfreezing 
temperatures during December and 
January. Spring and fall are rela-
tively mild, while summers are dry 
and hot. In the south, winters are 
mild and the summers are very hot, 
having average daily temperatures 
in July exceeding 38° C(100° F). On 
the Khuzestan plain, summer heat 

is accompanied by high humidity.
